After subsequent transfer to fighter squadron VMFw122 on Peleliu in
the Palau Islands, he flew fifteen missions in the Vought F4-U Corsair.

With termination of the wrar in the P_aciﬁc, he returned to the United S‘tates where he
joined the Marine Corps Reserve in June 19.46l0n inactive duty. For several yeafs, he served as a
civilian flight instructor in a;ddition to émpioyment. in an automobile deaiership. He later chose a
career in insurance while actively serving a number of civic roles in the city of Marquette,

In 1965, he was elected to the City Commission where he sérv-ed for one and one half
yearé. Then in November of 1967,.he was elected Mayor of the City of Mﬁrquette.

He served on numercus boards incl_udiﬁg_ St. Mary’s; .Marquette General Hoé.pital._fdr 17
years, the Marquette Rotary Club, and the Salvation Army. He was a _cha;‘ter member of the-
